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Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
The gospel of Saint Mark shows us the public life of 
Jesus, beginning with the baptism of Jesus, the 
temptation of Jesus in the desert, the calling of the 
first disciples, and finally the expelling of demons and 
the healing of the sick. Jesus heals the sick in order to 
reveal the good health that the reign of God can bring 
to repentant hearts. Jesus heals  those who are 
weakened by illness to uncover this wellspring of 
spiritual riches, and he does it everywhere: in 
synagogues, homes, streets, and in remote locations. 
He gives the gift of good health at times of work, play 
and rest, even on the Sabbath when it was forbidden 
by Jewish law. He does it at midday, nightfall, and in 
the early morning hours. He restores wellness to 
everyone: the man in the synagogue, Peter's mother-
in-law, many who were sick with various diseases, 
and a leper. He does this to show that the reign of 
God can be resurrected from the most revolting of 
circumstances. He does this to encourage us to 
search among our pains and woes in order to find the 
divine Parent, that inner reality which is resistant to 
the winds of fate, illness and death. He does this to 
show the poverty of spirit that can be obtained 
through the power of the Cross, and enable us to take 
our rest in the self-respect that comes to us through 
the Resurrection.

búsqueda constante de Dios al ser humano doliente. 
En nuestro mundo los personajes cambian, pero la 
realidad es siempre la misma. La enfermedad y la 
muerte siempre nos están rondando y sólo nos queda 
preguntarnos si nos dejamos encontrar con el Dios 

que nos cura por dentroéLa tarea del 
cristiano es acercarse a la cruz y a la 
tumba del resucitado y encontrar en Él 
el sentido de lo que vivimos.
