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Pastor’s Message

Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Today's gospel touches on the essence of Jesus as
true man and true God, the Christ in whom we may
take refuge in order to regain the reign of God in our
hearts. The healing in today's gospel shows Jesus in
the role of interface between the heaven and hell, the
good and evil, the demons and the blessings which
reign in the heart of all of us. The unclean spirit in the
possessed man shouts out, because he recognizes
the power of God in Jesus as a superior force which
is capable of vanquishing evil, a holy hierarchy which
the forces of evil cannot hide from. The unclean spirit
submits to Jesus, because he recognizes that the
chain of command that flows through the Prince of
Peace comes from God, and is able to rout the forces
of evil, and run Satan out of town.

Jewish belief dictated that the messianic age would
obliterate Satan and his influence on earth, but in
today's gospel Mark aims to point out the superior
power of the Prince of Peace over the forces of evil.
