Third Sunday in Ordinary Time

Jesus preaches the good news of salvation
to the people of Galilee by indicating that the
kingdom of God is at hand. His words are
empowered by this force that operates through him, and
which Jesus knows to be greater than himself. This force is
capable of transforming all men into children of God, and
Jesus explains two fundamental principles which all
Christians need to follow in order to bring about this
blessing:

1. This is the time of fulfillment. The kingdom of God is at
hand.
2. Repent, and believe in the gospel.

The Christian path of spiritual growth may be summed up
in these two statements of fact. If we could all practice
these two principles, we would live in a better world, but
the reality is that our faith seems to falter. In the world of
Jesus and in the modern day and age the kingdom of
God has not come, and His will has not been done,
because many do not believe in Jesus or the gospel.
Conversion is an oft-used phrase among Christians, but
what exactly is conversion? Conversion is changing our
minds. Faith and conversion are opposite sides of the
same coin, and one cannot exist without the other. Our
lack of faith has stymied this process of conversion, and
in this gospel Jesus doesn't ask for believers, or students,
or soldiers. He asks for this thought not to go in one ear
and out the other, but rather for it to find a home in our
hearts and minds, and enable us to follow. As followers
we have one mission: to plant the seeds of the gospel in
